EASTER SERVICES - 2009

We wish you a most holy and safe Easter celebration. In order to provide for the safety and comfort of each of you, the following rules will be followed during our Easter services:

 

1. All parishioners must be seated during the services.  Standing will be only in assigned areas. There can be no blocking of aisles impeding access to safety exits. Please come to church early to be sure you have a seat. Services begin on Saturday night, April 18 at 11 PM.
 

2. Candles:


Children under 12 years of age are not permitted to have open flame 
candles. Safety light sticks will be available for them. 


All candles held by adults must be extinguished at the direction of church 
ushers. At the announced time during the services, all candles will need to  
be extinguished for safety concerns. Candles can be relit when leaving 
the Cathedral after services have ended


The Boston Fire Department has required strict adherence to these 
rules.
 

3. Appropriate dress is a sign of respect to God. Please, no extreme attire 

(both women and men) to be worn at church services.

 

4. Please refrain from talking during the services. Persons who wish to hold

conversations can do so outside the church building.

 

5. Please TURN OFF all Cell phones and beepers while in church.

 

6. Parking is always an issue of concern in South Boston. Please make an effort to park at the high school and walk to the Cathedral in order to minimize the blockage of traffic. Ushers will make announcements with signs about cars that need to be moved immediately.
 

By following these simple requests, our Easter celebration will be both memorable and safe for us all.
